He noted that Iran has
strengthened its position in knowledge production, expandedstrengthened its position in knowledge production, expanded
knowledge-based enterprises, and advanced in modern technologiesknowledge-based enterprises, and advanced in modern technologies
despite complex regional developments and international challenges.despite complex regional developments and international challenges.
