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Kashmiris Celebrate Pakistan Day with Zeal,
Love, Affection
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MIRPUR (AJK) - Jammu and Kashmir marked Pakistan Day on March 23
with full zeal and fervor, as Kashmiris on both sides of the Line of
Control (LoC) and across the region expressed deep-rooted love and
affection for Pakistan.

The day began with special Fajr prayers in mosques, where
worshippers prayed for the safety, security, progress, and prosperity of
Pakistan, and for the early success of the Kashmiris’ just struggle for
the liberation of Indian lllegally Occupied Jammu and Kashmir (110JK).

These symbolic acts reflected their unwavering love and solidarity with
Pakistan. Many local communities also organized cultural programs,
traditional performances, and public gatherings, reinforcing the spirit
of national pride and unity.

The celebrations across both sides of the LoC underline Kashmiris’
commitment to their cultural and historical ties with Pakistan and their
aspiration for freedom and justice.
