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Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia—Malaysia's communications regulator has temporarily blocked access
tothe Grok artificial intelligence chatbot developed by XAl and integrated with social media
platform X, citing serious concerns over obscene and harmful content generated by the tool.

The Malaysian Communications and Multimedia Commission (MCMC) said the restriction,

effectiveJan. 11, follows repeated misuse of Grok to produce obscene, sexually explicit, indecent,
and non-consensual manipulated images, including content involving women and minors,
despite earlierregulatory engagement and formal noticesissued to X Corp.and XAILLC.
MCMCsaiditissued noticeson Jan. 3 and Jan. 8 requiring effective technical safeguards and
stronger content-moderation measures to prevent Al-generated material that could violate
Malaysianlaw. However, theregulator said responses from Xwere inadequate, relyinglargely on
user-initiated reporting rather than preventive safeguards.

The temporaryrestriction willremain in place until effective protective measures are
implemented, particularly to preventharmful contentinvolving women and children. The
regulatoralsourged the public toreport objectionable material and cooperate with authorities to
strengthen online safety.

Themove hasdrawn wide international attention, with multiple news agencies, including AFP,
Reuters, and major regional outlets, reporting on Malaysia s action amid growing global scrutiny

of Al-generated harmful content.
