OnMonday, the Turkish Foreign Ministry summoned the Iran’s ambassador to Ankara toinform
him of Turkiye's dismay over the incident of ballistic munition that was launched from Iran and
entered the Turkish airspace.

Ankara announced thatthe NATO Integrated Air and Missile Defense (IAMD) deployed in the
Eastern Mediterraneanneutralized a ballistic munitionlaunched from Iran thathad entered
Turkish airspace, adding that fragments of the projectile fell on uncrewed territoryin the
province of Gaziantep in southern Turkiye.

Last Wednesday, the Turkish Defense Ministry announced thatIAMD tracked a ballistic munition

fired from Iran toward the Turkish airspace and had been vaporized.
